My name is Joe Brillante and I am a West Point graduate serving as the coordinator for West Point admissions in the Seattle area.  I am responding to your e-mail requesting information on the admissions process.

Applicants to West Point usually begin submitting their applications in the spring of their junior year.  The application process is lengthy and somewhat complex because it involves obtaining a nomination from a member of Congress and the scheduling and taking of medical and physical aptitude exams.  Applicants should also take their SATs or ACTs early enough to have those scores available in the summer between their junior and senior year. There is actually a dual application process - to the members of Congress for a nomination and to West Point for admission.

The application process of the West Point class entering in July 2003 is almost complete.  The critical date revolves around the deadlines set by the members of Congress (the two United States Senators from Washington and the candidate’s representative in Congress), which is usually around the first week in November.  Although it is not too late, if anyone has not yet applied for a nomination to their members of Congress and applied to West Point, they must do so immediately.

There are various links on this site for prospective candidates and for educators, plus a direct link to the official United States Military Academy website where a prospective candidate can apply on-line. There are also links where nominations can be requested from the Congressional representatives.

This is a by-invitation event and we would be happy to invite anyone who is interested.  If there are a sufficient number of interested students in a school, we could also arrange for a West Point representative visit to that school.
